BOAT TOUR
Buque Real Fernando River Cruise

Boat tour (30 km): Departure from the Bajo Guía dock in Sanlúcar de Barrameda. This is 
a 3.5-hour tour along the mouth of the Guadalquivir River, with a 1-hour stop at Doñana 
National Park, where visitors can explore the old "Plancha" selement (an old village of 
huts) and walk a trail to learn about traditional uses and local flora. The journey 
continues along the river to the "Salinas" (salt flats), a marshland area within the 
Doñana Natural Park, where you will spend around 30 minutes. There, you will walk a 
small trail to reach a birdwatching observatory for aquatic birds.
